The following would be very good topics for analytic response papers: 
 

1. Explain Frege's theory that propositional signs get their meaning by referring to the True or the False.  Feel free to discuss his view of names and predicates (i.e., function-signs), too.  What difficulties does his theory encounter?
 

2. Explain Wittgenstein's "picture theory" of elementary propositions.  Clearly Wittgenstein disagrees with Frege's view that such propositional signs get their meaning by referring to the True or the False.  So the how do propositional signs get their meaning for Wittgenstein?  What does "picturing" have to do with it?  What role is played by names in this theory?  And how does Wittgenstein account for the fact that all elementary propositions are either true or false?  (This theory can be found at 2.1-3.31, 3.4-3.5, and 4.01-4.041.  The following passages are especially suggestive: 2.12-2.1515, 3.1431-3.221, and 4.031-4.03112.)
 

3. Explain Wittgenstein's view of "sense".  What sorts of linguistic items have sense?  Do names have sense?  Why or why not?  (One way to write this paper would be to explicate 3.3, on p. 16.)
