The following would be very good topics for analytic response papers having to do with On Certainty:
1. How is Wittgenstein using the word “logical” in sections 43, 48, 51, 59, etc.?  How is it different from the way he did in the Tractatus.  (Note that this corresponds to what we’ve seen to be his broadened concept of language.)

2. In sections 58 and 93 (and elsewhere), W makes an important observation about when it’s appropriate for someone to say that she knows it.  What’s this?
 

3. Using the example that W gives at section 79, explain his observations at 80-83, and how this relates to Moore’s attempt to refute skepticism (see section 84).
4. What does Wittgenstein at sections 94-100 and 104-106 say about the “frame propositions” that Moore claims to know in his proof?  Do you see any potential problems for W’s views here – especially when he says that they “might be part of a mythology” (95)?  That is, don’t his views here just seem like another form of skepticism?  Explain.
