P&F; worksheet on internal time and immanent objects, & external time and transcendent objects: Phenomenology of the Consciousness of Internal Time, pp. 37-43, 47-49, 51-52, 57-59, 66-73, 95-101 (in course packet)
1. By “primary memory”, Husserl means consciousness’s retention of a just-passed sensation.  By “secondary memory”, Husserl means what we ordinarily call “memory”.  Try to explain this distinction in your own words (pp. 37-9).
2. Husserl distinguishes between 2 senses of “perception”: perception in the broad sense (say, of a melody) includes both retention and protention.  Perception in the narrow sense (say, of an individual tone) is the same as a “primal impression”.  Try to explain this distinction in your own words (pp. 40-2).
3. What’s the (quite important) distinction between perception (in either the broad or the narrow sense) and re-presentation (i.e., “re-producing” an experience of an object, such as what happens in recollection) (pp. 42-3)?

4. Husserl’s view of time is perfectly summed up in his words “re-presented (e.g., recollected) time… necessarily points back to a time that is given originally, a time not phantasied but presented” (p. 47).  Explain this view of the past in your own words.  
5. A very Cartesian question: At what point in time-consciousness is error possible (p. 51)?

6. What’s Husserl’s view of the future (constituted in our expectation, or “protention”, of objects as to-be-given) (pp. 57-59)?  Why does he call this a kind of re-production – thus like memory but unlike perception?
7. In the remainder of the passages from PCIT in our course packet, Husserl explains how he thinks that 

a. our experience of immanent objects (i.e., sensations = appearances) in internal, “subjective” time 

can serve as a foundation for 

b. the appearing of transcendent, physical objects in external time.  

Just how is this supposed to work?  That is, how does the stream of consciousness of sensations in time get to be about physical objects out in the external world?  In particular, what’s an “apprehension” by consciousness of these immanent sense-data, and why is this required?
