American State Papers and the Serial Set contain House and Senate Legislative Reports, House and Senate investigative Reports and Documents, Annual reports and statistical publications from Federal agencies, Selected Reports of non-governmental agencies, and Journals of the House of Representatives and Senate, and reports. To search online, go to Congressional Universe <http://www.lexisnexis.com/congcomp> and select Congressional Indexes, 1789-1969. When searching by Subject, set “of document type” to Serial Set, limit “Date” from 1700 to 1800, and refer to the Subject List for relevant search terms. 

Special Collections & University Archives (3rd Floor)

From the home page, select Collections, then Special Collections & University Archives. Select Collections within Rod Library Special Collections, then Manuscript Collections List. Stop by Special Collections and ask the librarian to show you some sources, such as F592 .T54 1904 Early Western Travels, 1748-1846.
