First Day/Beginning Details/Expectations

· Be prompt. It’s better to show up 5 minutes early than to show up 5 minutes late!

· Dress professionally.
· Wear your nametag. Our students often see many new faces and having a nametag on will help them to learn your name and face as well! 
· Sign in and out at the Hansen Office in the provided handbook labeled “UNI Field Experience.” 

· Bring a notebook/pen to jot down notes/questions you might have.
· Please turn off your cell phone.
· You may keep your coat/bag at the student desk located by the teacher desk.
· If you are ill, it is your responsibility to notify me. Leave me a voicemail or an email and let me know that you aren’t coming. You must make up any time that you miss! 

Involvement
· On the first day of your experience be prepared to say something about yourself. I will introduce you to the class, but they will be curious and want to know something about you! 
· Get to know the students. It is critical for you to start learning names from the moment you arrive. 
· Don’t be afraid to go around the room and interact with the students when it is appropriate. If a student has questions, take initiative and offer some guidance to them.
· Ask questions! If you see something that you are wondering about, please don’t hesitate to ask me when the students are at a break or via email. 
· Please keep me involved with the journaling that takes place between you and the UNI supervisor!

25 Hour Breakdown 
Week 1 (At the end of week 1, you should have completed 6 hours in the classroom.) 
· Get to know the kids 

· Find out about classroom routine/schedule 

· Record notes on the physical classroom environment

· Become acquainted with curriculum being taught

· Include cooperating teacher in journaling with your UNI Supervisor

Week 2 (At the end of week 2, you should have completed 12 hours in the classroom.)

· Think about how information is presented to the students
· Recognize and think about the strategies being used in the classroom
· See what type of questioning is used to encourage student thinking
Week 3 (At the end of week 3, you should have completed 18 hours in the classroom.)
· Select your topic that you will be presenting your two lessons on. Make sure to get teacher approval before proceeding with your lesson plans!

· Write the rough draft of your lesson plans. Make sure that you have considered all of these possible things.

· Do you have learning outcomes, not just activity descriptors?

· Do you have 2-4 learning goals?

· What range/levels of thinking are present in your lessons? 

· Do you state your goals in a clear and measurable way? 

· Is there any reference to Bloom’s Taxonomy? 

· What assessments will you be using? 

· Management technique? 

Week 4 (At the end of week 4, you should have completed 25 hours in the classroom.) 
· This is when you TEACH your lessons! 
· Before you teach, PRACTICE! Practice with a friend, in front of the mirror, out loud…something! 
· Be organized! Have your lesson plans out for your cooperating teacher to follow along as you are teaching your lesson. 
· Conduct an exit conference with your UNI supervisor and your Level 2 Cooperating Teacher.
