From the Director
The annual effort to secure federal funding for writing projects
nationwide is again underway. Members of the Advisory Board
have been leading the way with our congressmen, seeking their
co-signatures on a letter of support for continued funding. As
usual, we are not in the PresidentÕs budget request, and so must
be put back into the budget by legislators. The process involves
circulation of a ÔDear ColleagueÕ letter in each chamber for as
many signatures as we can get. The letter goes to appropriate
committees where appropriations can be amended. Congressman
Leach has already signed in the House, and Congressman Boswell
is expected to do so. Despite repeated contact, neither King,
Latham, nor Nussle have signed in support of NWP funding, the
primary source of IWP funding. They still need to hear from Iowa
teachers, urging them to support funding when the appropriations
bill comes to the House floor. It is best to send a message to the
Congressman through his Education Aide:
