Get permission before changing the blade or making any adjustments.

6) ________
Disconnect the saw before making any major changes or adjustments.

7) ________
Check all adjustment knobs and levers, to make sure they are tight.

8) ________
It is okay to cut long material without a support table.

9) ________
Wait for the saw to come up to full speed before starting the cut.

10) _______
The blade must be clear of the material before the saw is turned on.

11) _______
Never try to cut free hand.

12) _______
Check the condition of  the wood.  It must be free of defects.

13) _______
Try to cut fast.

14) _______
Control the speed of the cut.

15)_______
It is okay to cut round stock.

16) _______
Keep your hands and arms a safe distance from the blade and out of the path of the cut.

17) _______
Never cross your arms while using the radial arm saw.

18) _______
When the cut is finished, return the motor and blade to the rear of the track arm.

19) _______
Do not measure material or make adjustments while the saw is running.

20) _______
When finished turn off  the saw and stay with it until it has come to a complete stop.
