Funding of $1/resident/semester is budgeted by the RLC annually for use by all central organizations/ representatives: NRHH, RLC, NCC, M-PR, and ProBoard.


Hall Presidents are only members of RLC who vote on a regular basis. President votes only to break ties.  Secretary is non-voting.
