Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the Disarmament Committee regarding 

Counterterrorism
Affirming that terrorism flourishes in regions lacking adequate educational institutions, and

Being convinced of the need for an international coalition to actively fight terrorism, and

Reaffirming that the United Nations Global Counterterrorism strategy, adopted on September 8, 2006, has condemned terrorism and has outlined the United Nations Global Counterterrorism strategy, and

Declaring the definition of terrorism as: the use of intimidation to attain one’s goals or to advance one’s cause, and

Observing actions in counterterrorist efforts, nations should consider the possible effects of such nations, as some actions may strengthen and expand the initial problem, and 

1. Approves the creation of an international coalition to fight and prevent terrorists and terrorism, and

2. Encourages the construction of more public, secular educational institutions and further funding of these institutions to combat terrorism, and

3. Adopts the International Coalition Against Terrorism (ICAT) consisting of any willing nation to seek out and prevent terrorist organizations by any means within the parameters of the United Nations, and
4. Encourages economic sanctions upon nations known to support or harbor terrorist groups, and

5. Urges the creation of a committee within ICAT used to closely monitor the spending of known terrorist supporters, without collating their rights, to further decrease terrorist funding, and

6. Encourages universal denouncement of terrorism, and

7. Endorses initiatives to block terrorist propaganda through media, and

8. Urges additional states to help fight the war on terror.
