Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the Disarmament Committee regarding

The Russia-Georgia military conflict.

Realizing that the Russian-Georgian conflict was caused by the Russian invasion of South Ossetia, and

Deeply disturbed that a large number of civilians have been displaced by the conflict between Russia and Georgia, and

Acknowledging that occupying forces often lead to economic turmoil, the emergence of radical revolutionary groups, and often create an influx of refugees, and

Recognizing the potential need for a multi-state solution, and
Taking note that a clear, unified response would allow all actors involved to know where the United Nations stand, and

Recognizing that the conflict origins are rooted in the discontent of the South Ossetians and Abkhazians who were forced to join the Georgian Soviet Social Republic by Stalin and then, after the fall of the Soviet Union, were given to the Georgians legally, and
Stressing the importance of reaching a peaceful resolution to this conflict, and

Mindful of the consequences that our decisions may have on the people living in the contested areas, and

Recognizing that according to the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees, more than 158,000 people have been displaced in this conflict, and

Endorsing the use of peaceful talks among nations instead of violence, and

Taking note of the United Nations Millennium Development Goals, which include insuring effective peace, collective security, human rights and the rule of law, and

1. Affirms that South Ossetia and Abkhazia are part of Georgia, and

2. Affirms the six–point Peace Plan brokered by President Nicolas Sarkozy on behalf of the EU, and

3. Further requests that humanitarian aid be readily available to citizens of both Russia and Georgia, and

4. Approves the creation of refugee camps for displaced victims of Russian and Georgian conflict, and

5. Approves the continuation of UNOMIG (United Nations Observer Mission in Georgia) to verify compliance with the ceasefire brokered between Russia and Georgia and the ceasefire brokered between Georgia and Abkhazia, and

6. Condemns Russia for disregarding Georgian sovereignty, and
7. Considers the possibility of a conference between representatives from Georgia, Russia, South Ossetia, Abkhazia, and a small assembly of moderators to discuss a potential multi–state solution, and

8. Encourages non-governmental organizations to expand humanitarian aid and refuge provided to refugees of the Russia-Georgia conflict, and

9. Instructs nations to abstain from invasions of sovereign nations that do not pose a clear and immediate threat to themselves, and

10. Recognizes that all parties involved in this conflict have committed war crimes and should be condemned accordingly, and

11. Authorizes ICAT to use its resources on perpetrators of war crimes in the conflict region, and

12. Encourages rebuilding of destroyed infrastructure, especially in the regions of South Ossetia and Georgia, and

13. Suggests to the General Assembly and International Court of Justice to seek out and convict perpetrators of war crimes in Georgia and Russia.
