Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the Disarmament Committee regarding

the Zone of Peace in the South Atlantic
Realizing that pollution in rivers in nations of the Southern Hemisphere bordering the Atlantic is detrimental to the South Atlantic, and

Fully bearing in mind that the Zone of Peace in the Southern Atlantic (ZPSA) does not concern many states, and

Acknowledging the Zone of Peace is a site with sacred, historic, educational, cultural, geographical, and environmental importance, protected and preserved by its own community, and officially recognized by a governmental authority, and

Declaring that a “Zone of Peace” is a site that operates within ethical principles of nonviolence, free from weapons, acts of violence, injustice and environmental degradation, and

Noting with deep concern the threat posed by drug trafficking, and

Reaffirming that peace, security, and development are interconnected and interdependent matters in regards to the Zone of Peace and Cooperation in the South Atlantic, and

Recognizing that cooperation of the members of the Zone of Peace and Cooperation in the South Atlantic may also encourage cooperation and peace with adjoining nonmember countries, and

1. Calls upon non-governmental ZPCSA forces to continue countering trafficking and piracy in the region, and

2. Supports cooperative intergovernmental action to counteract trafficking and piracy, and

3. Reaffirms the UN Resolution 41/11 of 1986 which established the Zone of Peace in the South Atlantic, and

4. Encourages other nations to work with the Zone of Peace and Cooperation in the South Atlantic in order to strengthen cooperation between member states, and

5. Encourages member states to actively seek out and deactivate explosives in the Zone of Peace.
