Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the ECOSOC Committee regarding

Disaster Relief
Concerned by the large amount of disasters, and 

Recognizing that natural disasters can potentially be prevented by slowing the role of global warming, and 

Confident that aid to nations in need will contribute to health and international stability, and 

Stressing the importance of well-guided and timely aid to countries after disasters, and 

Recognizing that disaster relief is an essential part of international diplomacy and therefore an essential part of the United Nations, and 

Desiring aid to be spent only to further the millennium goals established by the UN, and 

Declaring that aid consists of, but is not limited to, food, water, health care, shelter and other basic necessities, and 

Recognizing that the United Nations has three main disaster relief groups: the UN Secretariat, General Assembly and the Economics and Social Council, and 

Noting that UN Disaster Relief founded by the General Assembly in 1971 is an organization that coordinates governmental and non-governmental organizations in the their relief aid, and 

Declaring disaster as, but not limited to, hurricanes, tornadoes, tsunamis, earthquakes, genocides, economic collapse, environmental toxins, and severe occurrences of disease, and terrorism, and 

Recognizing that as of today 182 nations have ratified the Kyoto Protocol to help reduce global warming, moving towards reduction of natural disasters, and 

1. Calls upon countries unaffected by recent disasters who are able to, to offer additional aid to countries in need, and 

2. Instructs nations to lower greenhouse gas emissions to reduce global warming, and 

3. Urges the creation of a committee to oversee the education of local leaders to better prepare their communities in the event of disasters, and 

4. Urges countries to improve information systems to have more timely and effective disaster relief, and 

5. Urges a 5% increase in all current program funding, funded by increased determination from all able nations to promote international stability, and 

6. Urges all UN member nations who have not ratified the Kyoto Protocol to do so immediately, and 
7. Authorizes economic sanctions on countries that do not or have not ratified the Kyoto Protocol, and 
8. Authorizes funding to promote education and detection systems in nations at risk of applicable local disasters, and 

9. Suggests that the committee for education of local leaders for preparation and prevention of disasters shall be comprised of equal representatives from UN member nations as to give the committee the greatest insight on  how to prepare communities, and 
10. Instructs all the disaster relief committees of the United Nations to create or strengthen lines of communication between one another, and 
11. Condemns the misappropriation of disaster aid and authorizes non-disaster related food and supply economic sanctions against offending nations, and 
12. Condemns the actions of nations that expel UN relief workers, and 
13. Authorizes the formation of small, localized committees to assess a single disaster and submit plans of action quickly to the secretariat for approval, and after the issue is resolved, disband.
