Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the Legal One Committee regarding

Democratization of the United Nations
Acknowledging that democratization is defined as the transition to a more democratic political system, and

Defining democracy as equality of rights, opportunity, and treatment of member states, and

Observing that the United Nations General Assembly is currently a representative democracy, and

Recognizing that increasing the number of representatives to the General Assembly raises legitimate concerns, and

Regretting that the General Assembly has become a by-standing organ although it has the potential to be the most representative United Nations organ, and

1. Invites a subcommittee to be formed to study ways in which to make the General Assembly more authoritative, and

2. Recommends that the General Assembly not become a democratic body based on population, and

3. Urges the General Assembly to make decisions based on majority votes rather than sacrificing action for the sake of unanimous consent, and

4. Invites the creation of a subcommittee looking into the efficiency and effectiveness of the General Assembly.
