Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the Legal One Committee regarding

Equal Representation on the Security Council
Acknowledging chapter one, article two, section one of the charter of the United Nations reads “the United Nations is based on the principle of the sovereign equality of all its members”, and

Recognizing that the current system by which the United Nations Security Council operates is in need of reform, and

Recognizing that the current system of veto power, at least in part, has led to the need of the General Assembly to reform the current method by which the Security Council operates, and

Recognizing that the current system of seat permanence, at least in part, has led to the need of the General Assembly to reform the current method by which the Security Council operates, and

1. Considers adding five regionally distributed positions to the Security Council, which are to be elected by member states of the region to which the member state being elected belongs, and 

2. Supports the creation of a subcommittee to study the repeal of the veto powers of the permanent members on the Security Council, and

3. Further supports that the previous stated subcommittee also study the transforming of the current ten nonpermanent members of the Security Council to be chosen and elected as the afore mentioned new five nonpermanent positions.
