Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the Legal One Committee regarding

Health of Prisoners with a focus on HIV and AIDS

Recognizing that the health of prisoners is privileged information and may be protected by national and international laws, and
Conscious that the WHO defines health as, a state of complete physical, mental, and social well-being and not merely the absence of disease or infirmity, and

Acknowledging that there is, in fact, an HIV/AIDS pandemic in parts of the world, and

1. Accepts the knowledge that certain countries are unable to fully support their prison systems; financially stable countries, defined by themselves as able to operate without financial problems, would be encouraged to donate monetary means to a secure United Nations Fund which is to be used for allocation, of the money present, to countries in need of money by percentile rank after having registered and determined by a committee for financial need to use money from the fund for only prison related expenses, and

2. Encourages member states to strive to follow international standards of prisoner health, and

3. Calls upon countries and prison authorities to do their best to provide HIV/AIDS testing to all prisoners, and

4. Directs countries and prison authorities to provide education on communicable diseases, including, but not limited to HIV/AIDS.
