Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the Political and Security Committee regarding

Police Participation in Organized Crime 
Fully aware that police corruption negatively impacts all sovereign nations of the UN and otherwise, and

Recognizing that organized crime can be defined as the capture of states policies by criminal groups who are able to influence law-making, law enforcements, and court decisions, and
Bearing in mind that poverty, poor infrastructure, and inequality present the opportunity for organized crime, and
Recognizing that the UN has worked to end some blatant corruption by creating the united Nations office on drug and crime (UNODC), which works along with other UN organizations to address issues dealing with drugs, crime perversion, and terrorism and with governments and other organizations to try to lessen the burden of crime and drug trafficking on certain societies, and

Understands that the purpose of law enforcement officials is to enforce the laws in the society where they are employed, regardless or ones personal opinion or possible profits, and

Recognizing that every human has basic rights to life and property which are often violated by police involvement in organized crime and will not be tolerated by the sovereign states of these UN, and
1. Condemns the formations of death squads, the use of bribery, and further the use of intimidation to enforce laws, therefore suggests the development of government monitoring committees, and
2. Reminds police organizations to perform background checks on all potential employees, and

3. Condemns any overreach by the UN authorities into the realm of state sovereignty with particular regard to the operation of a sovereign nations police force, and 
4. Suggesting the United Nations should develop police training programs available to countries effected by police corruption and involvement in organized crime, and
5. Endorses the U.N. belief that a “UN based committee” is necessary to avoid further internal corruption, the committee’s responsibilities are as follows: Record reports of corruption, and further investigates suspicious reports and activities incase that the U.N deems necessary, and
6. Emphasizes that the organized crime in separate nations and regions are different, and therefore each situation regions are different, and therefore each situation needs a unique response.
