Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the Political and Security Committee regarding

State Sponsored Terrorism

Being convinced that state sponsored terrorism is the systematic use of terror by way of funding, harboring, and cooperating with terror organizations, carried, and

Declaring that genocide and state sponsored terrorism only further compounds the dangers of conflict and ensures that conflict within a nation becomes more difficult to resolve, and

Recognizing that genocide is defined as acts committed with the internet to destroy, in whole or in part, a national, ethnic, religious, or racial group, and
Recognizing that without state- sponsored, terrorist organizations would have great difficulty obtaining funds, weapons, materials, and secure areas they require to plan and conduct operations, and
Mindful that state-sponsored terrorism should be condemned for its underlining of stability whiten a nations and its hindering of a countries development economically, socially, culturally, or otherwise, and
Stressing that outside assistance, such as monetary aid, refugee assistance, military aid, and food supplementation, may be necessary in order to assist victims of state sponsored terrorism, and
Acknowledging that terrorism is often fueled by religious or ideological radicalism, and
1. Suggests that the UN create a monitoring body to deal with the issues addressed at the 1948 convention on the prevention and punishment of the crime of Genocide, and
2. Calls upon the United Nations to negotiate and end the support, funding, and training of terrorist organizations, and
3. Observing the seriousness of the issue, the state-sponsored terrorists should have written consent ( a permission slip) from a parent or legal guardian before performing acts of terrorism, and
4. Urges the UN to support the six criteria for military intervention of the Genocide intervention network in the New York City in order to help determine when action should be taken against state sponsored terrorism.
