Resolution (2009)

Adopted on Friday, April 17, 2009

Resolution created by the Security Council regarding

Human Security

Acknowledging the United Nations 1994 human Development Report that separated human security into the following seven areas:

a. Economic security-requires a stably basic income and, if possible, a publicly financed safety net

b. Food security-necessitates that all people have the same access to basic food

c. Environmental security-aims to protect people from violent forms of nature

d. Political security- requests that a country’s people have secured basic human rights

e. Community security- aims to keep a nations citizens from losing relationships and other traditional values

f. Personal security- protects people from physical harm whether it’s from domestic abuse crime, violent individuals, etc

g. Health security- strives to guarantee basic treatment from infectious diseases and unhealthy lifestyles

Since this definition was established, it is widely agreed that the areas above are subject to transformation, and thus serves to meet organizational interests, and

Seeking a universal enforcement of human security, and

Stressing the protection of each citizens unalienable rights as defined by the declaration of human rights, and

Taking into account past un human security committees Policies: Declaration of human rights, Geneva Convention, Human rights watch, and

Stressing the importance of providing human security to all people in all countries, and

Acknowledging the creation of the Human Development Report in 1990 in order to address the issue of human security, and

Keeping in mind that the promotion of human security involves not only governments, but also regional and international organizations, non-governmental organizations, and local communities, and

1. Directs continued action by member nations in upholding human security, and

2. Directs the United Nations to resolve the growing issue of human security using a 10 tier plan that will be initiated and carried out through pre-existing UN committees designated to handle the issue of human security , and

a. Equalize economic situations- create fair trade and markets to benefit/aid the extreme poor,

b. Educate and provide starving citizens with tools needed to produce substantial basic crops to meet the population’s hunger needs,

c. Aim to reduce proliferation of arms,

d. Support the security of people on the move,

e. Establish human security transition funds for post-conflict situations

f. Work to provide basic living standards everywhere,

g. Ensure universal access to basic health care

h. Develop an efficient and equitable global system, for patent rights/ intellectual property,

i. Empower all people with universal basic education

j. Clarify the need for a global human identity while respecting the freedoms of individuals to have diverse identities and affiliations, and this committee will be revised if necessary in a future conference 5 years after enacting this 10 tier aid plan, and

3. Decides to adopt the following 5 tier punitive plan to handle countries restricting their citizens of rights as defined by the Declaration of Human Rights:

a. Urgently requests for the nation in question to allow inspectors to analyze and breaches of human security.

b. Financial aid restrictions by participating countries

c. Suspension from the UN with the time of such suspension determined by the degree of the infringement by the UN Security Council

d. Trade sanctions against the nation in question by participating countries

e. As a last resort: acknowledgment of the possibility of military use.
