INTERNATIONAL RECRUITMENT

UNI's international population keeps growing. Ten years ago UNI had 231 international students from 52 countries.
Now the campus is home to 378 students from 78 countries around the world. Students have shown their love for
UNI by recruiting family members to join them at UNI (12 sets of siblings are currently enrolled) and a large num-
ber of students apply to do an additional degree here after they have graduated. Our international students have
made a major impact on UNI by serving as the student body president, as resident hall assistants, and sharing their
culture in and out of the classroom. International students are an important part of our campus.

UNI representatives continue to travel the world to share information about the opportunities at UNI. During my travels, | have had
the opportunity to meet many successful UNI graduates and families of current students. Many of these alums have volunteered to
help me at the U.S. Education Exhibitions held in their city. During a recent trip to Colombia, | gave a presentation to 150 pro-
spective students. At the end of the presentation, a gentleman stood up and introduced himself as an alumnus of UNI. He earned his
Master's of Chemistry from UNI during the 70's and shared many great memories he had of his time in UNI.

Most
importantly, it has enabled her to see her country "from
the outside" - as Jernigan aways finds herself saying

INTERNATIONAL ACTIVITY OVERVIEW

Staff members at the International Services have been
working hard to organize more welcoming, educational
and cultural activities for international students. We
would like our students to explore lowa as much as they
can while they still have opportunities to enjoy nearby
big cities. In the past few years, students have been taken
on tours to Chicago, Minneapolis, St. Paul, Galena, and
other big cities.

Recently, ISA
has implemented a new service for new students. They
collect donated used items and utensils from graduating
students to give to the new internationa students at no
cost. The service is expected to bring convenience to the
UNI international community.

The Education Trust named UNI first among peer
ingtitutions nationally for overall high performance in
graduation rates, and "Kiplinger's Persona Finance
Magazine" has ranked UNI among the nation's "Top 100
Valuesin Public Colleges."

In 2003, UNI's accounting program ranked first of
more than 1,000 colleges and universities for the pass
rate of first-time candidates on the Uniform Certified
Public Accounting (CPA) Examination.

The recently remod-
eled Redeker Dining Cen-
ter at UNI won an award
for architectura and de-
sign excellence, and ap-
peared in the August 2002
issue of American School
and University magazine. Redeker ranked in the top 5,
being cited for exceptional achievement. The building
was redesigned in 2001. It features restaurant-style din-
ing; food choices that include stir-fry, grill items, Mexi-
can, traditional, deli, salad and bakery; "display cooking,"
a cyber café, a convenience store; and specia lighting
and audio technology.
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34,000 sguare-foot

addition was added
to the east side of
Maucker Union in 2004
to provide for expanded
food service venues on the
main level, and space for
student organizations, Northern lowa Student Govern-
ment, as well as the addition of the Center for Multicul-
tural Education and International Services on the plaza
level. The building also features a tunnel leading to Lang
Hall, which was re-modeled before 2004.

hull Hall will be re-opened beginning fall 2005 after

afull year of being shut down for improvements and
renovation. Formerly designed almost completely with
double occupancy rooms, Shull Hall has been remodeled
into single occupancy rooms. The renovation included
installation of energy efficient windows, cabinets and
sinks in each room, and improvements in bathrooms.

A total renovation is occurring in the East Gym, re-
sulting in a 73,000 square-foot Integrated Teach-
ing Technology Center, which will house a number of
academic departments and programs within one building.
The end result will incorporate technologically state-of-
the-art classrooms, teaching and educational support
spaces while preserving the historically significant archi-
tectural design and detailing of the structures. Plans call
for construction to complete in late 2005 or early 2006.

Health Center are fully
renovated. The existing
building has been gutted
and a new two story addi-
tion will be attached to
the north side, which will result in a facility having ap-
proximately 23,500 square-feet. The new facilities will
include a more personal atmosphere for health care, with
afamily practice style of service delivery. There will bea
retail pharmacy, and the Counseling Center and Office of
Disability Services will move back into the building.
UNI plans to open the remodeled center in fall 2005. Be-
sides the changing face, the Health Center has aso re-
cently implemented a completely paperless system, cov-
ering everything from check-in to the filing of insurance
claims. The center now has what Director Sue Courts re-
fers to as a "seamless electronic system that eliminates
redundancy and waste, and offers ssimplified access to pa-
tient information. Ultimately, it provides better services
to students.”

he McLeod Center

Arena is being built
and is expected to seat
6,100 people, with room
for an additional 900 in
floor seating. It will be a
more conducive environment for basketball and volley-
ball games and wrestling matches, bringing fans closer to
the action. The McLeod Center will be located south of
the UNI-Dome. Construction will be completed in the fall
of 2006.

udent First Campaign—the largest fundraising campaign in the institution's 125-year history—ended in June

005, reaching more than $110 million dollars. This surpasses the committee's $100 million dollar goal. The cam-
paign has been addressing students' heeds on many levels - scholarships, program support, and facilities. "Nearly two-
thirds of the funds will go directly to meet the needs of students through scholarships and academic programs,” said Wil-
liam Calhoun, Vice President for Advancement. "The remaining one-third will support students through construction of
new facilities, and through equipment upgrades and renovation for existing facilities."

he University of Northern lowa has made it easier

for students applying for scholarships, through a
new tool called the Common Scholarship Application.
Previously, students applying for scholarships filled out
separate applications for each scholarship. Now thereisa
single application. “It's designed to streamline the process
for students and administrators, and make students more
aware of scholarship opportunities,” explained Joyce
Morrow, Associate Director of Financia Aid. "Once sub-
mitted, the students will be considered for scholarships
across campus.”

NI offers a new Personalized Admissions Web

Site for prospective students, to help them learn
more about UNI and assist in the college decision-
making process. Caled PAWS, the Web site provides
interactive communication between the students per-
sonal interests and what UNI has to offer. Located at
www.uni.edu/paws, it features four main areas of infor-
mation—academics, student organizations, financia aid
and residence life. It also offers student, faculty and
alumni profiles, as well as the ability to save personalized
information.
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he University of Northern lowa will offer a series of educational opportunities through a new program called

"Lifelong University." The program will offer non-credit courses. Although the program focuses primarily on re-
tired residents, all adults will have the opportunity to take classesin a variety of subject areas. The courses will be taught
by retired and current UNI faculty and staff. Courses and class format will vary to include four-week, half-day work-
shops, and lunch-n-learn programs. UNI plansto offer classes fall 2005.

ew majors have been offered from fall 2004, including bioinformatics, and networking & system administra-

tion. UNI is home to the state's only undergraduate program in bioinformatics, one of the country's fast-growing
career areas. The program will be one of only a handful of undergraduate programs like it in the nation. It is a discipline
that studies data mining techniques to facilitate more efficient and better understanding of the genome data. Networking
and system administration is also the only undergraduate major of its kinds in the state. Networking & system admini-
stration is a specialization of computer science. Students enrolled in the program will focus on both computer hardware
and software. An important aspect will be working specifically on security issues.
