eERL Classroom Implementation Trials and Outcomes Assessment are designed to:

a) heighten instructor’s and student’s awareness of eERL


b) gather feedback on eERL content and eERL navigability


c) gather and share new ideas for using eERL in classroom settings – see the eERL Teacher’s Guide http://www.uni.edu/neuhaus/eerlteachersguide.html 


d) gather feedback on success and difficulties encountered by Instructors using eERL as an educational resource


e) measure student/instructor awareness of eERL relative to other online resources (commercial databases, NSDL resources)


f) measure student/instructor willingness to utilize eERL relative to other online resources (commercial databases, NSDL resources)


g) measure student/instructor satisfaction with eERL relative to other online resources (commercial databases, NSDL resources)
