The Master of Social Work Program at the University of Northern Iowa is fully accredited by the Council on Social Work Education. 


The Two-year Standard Program is open to individuals whose baccalaureate degree was not in social work.  Classes for the two-year program will begin in late August, 2008. 


The Advanced Standing Program is open to those individuals who have completed a baccalaureate in social work degree from a program accredited by the Council on Social Work Education.  Classes for the Advanced Standing program will run from June 2008 to mid May 2009. 


Students in both the Advanced Standing and Two-year programs are required to enroll on a full-time basis and are expected to remain full-time for the duration of the program.  Due to the rigor of a full-time graduate program, we recommend limiting any part-time work to a level you can reasonably manage. 


The Extended Enrollment Option (Part-time) (pending final university curricular approval) is available for admission on a very limited basis to individuals who:
