ii.) I understand that if I am invited to participate in the course, I will be required to send a non-refundable $25 application fee by March 2, 2012.  If I do not respond to the invitation to participate or fail to send the application fee by this date, I understand that my application may be removed from further consideration. iii.) I understand that if I am accepted into the course and am not currently admitted to the University of Northern Iowa (UNI), I must be admitted to UNI prior to the course.  The admission process may require that I 1) pay a non-refundable $50 admission fee [do not send this now], which is separate from the $25 STORM application fee, and 2) pay to have official undergraduate (and graduate) transcripts sent to UNI for the graduate admission process.
