The Summer Research Internship includes ten weeks of field and/or laboratory research.  Each McNair scholar has at least one faculty Mentor with relevant experience who guides the student’s research through to completion.  Only students who have finished their sophomore year are eligible to participate in the Summer Research Internship. Upon completion of the research, the student and faculty member prepare a report on their research project.  The research is reported upon at a research symposium at the end of the summer, or in early autumn. 
Summer Research Internship participants are eligible to receive a stipend in the course of their efforts.  These stipends shall be paid in installments, each payable upon completion of a corresponding benchmark.  Unsatisfactory progress could lead to termination of participation in the Summer Research Internship. Students should check with the Financial Aid Office to determine what impact (if any) the stipend will have on their financial aid package.
Participants will receive a meal allowance, and are eligible for 10 weeks of housing in Department of Residence accommodations.  Details of room and board arrangements are described in the 2014 Summer Research Internship Scholar Handbook and appear in the SRI Agreement.
After developing a research proposal with the assistance of your mentor, complete the Summer Research Proposal.  The abstract should be no longer than one, single-spaced page. Sign this form and submit it to the McNair Scholars Office no later than April 15th.  Notification of selection for the Summer Research Internship will be made by May 4th.
