explaining how the applicant demonstrates in his/her daily life an optimistic spirit, a love and concern
for others, and the desire to fully embrace life’s many experiences.”

C. a completed copy of this entry form stapled or clipped to the first copy of the “Spirit of Life” essay.

Note: entries by UNI English Department majors and minors for the “Spirit of Life” award will also be
considered in the appropriate category for the Literary Prizes.
